*** Assembly of this fixture will be
accomplished by first assembling
the main fixture body, installing
the mounting hardware, attaching
the fixture to the ceiling,

installing the crystal and then
the bulb as specified wattage.

STEP 1

1. Take Stem Hook (M) and slide
it along the wire and safety cable.

2. Use any combination of Chain (K), Stem
Hook (M) and (N), Canopy (H) and Mid
Canopy (L) to assemble your fixture to
the desired look and height.

STEP 2

1. Please refer to VIS-02 for the Hanging
Installation Instructions.

2. Install Electrical Wires and Safety Cable
as noted in the Wiring section of the
instructions and the “Heavy Duty Hickey and
Safety Cable Installation Instructions”.

3. Tuck wires into the Canopy (H) and

slide over the collar loop (G) on the ceiling.
Then thread the collar ring (l) to lock
fixture to the ceiling.

. Install Bulbs as specified wattage.

. Install crystal Rods (O), to slides at all tube

slots from the top.

To Assembly:
1. Carefully unpack the fixture, spread out fixture, and lay out all parts on a clean
surface.
. Fasten mounting strap (B) to outlet box (JB) with the two screws (C).
. Thread 2-hex nuts (F1) and (F2) onto threaded nipple (E).
. Thread one end of threaded nipple (E) into collar loop (G) a minimum of 3" to 2".
. Thread other end of threaded nipple (E) into mounting strap approximate 3".
. Slip canopy (H) over collar loop (G) and adjust height of loop so half of the
threaded area on the loop is exposed - see Drawing 2.
7. After collar loop (G) height is adjusted, tighten hex nut (F2) up against mounting
strap (B), and tighten against mounting strap to lock loop and nipple in position.
8. Remove mounting strap (B) from J-box and thread third hex nut (F3) onto end
of threaded nipple (E) above the mounting strap (G), tighten against mounting
strap (G) to lock assembly in position.
10. Remount mounting strap to junction box.

1. Taking the chain (K), determine the length you require to hang the fixture.

2. Attach one of the speed link (J) to top loop of the fixture and connect into chain.

3. Now slip collar loop (G) and canopy (H) onto chain. - see Drawing 2.

4. Attach 2nd speed link to collar loop (G). Get assistance for this step since fixture
may be heavy and difficult to hold while attaching the chain.
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l.'l 1. Unwrap fixture lead wire and ground wire and weave them up through the chain.
||| 2. Slip fixture lead wire and ground wire through the center of the collar loop (G).
A 3. Connect ground wire to mounting strap (B) using green ground screw (GS).

4. Make electrical connection from supply wire to fixture lead wires. Refer to Wiring

Guide (WG) and follow all instruction to make all necessary connections.
5. Slip canopy up firmly against the ceiling and secure by turning the collar ring (1)
on collar loop (G) until tight.
